Most European universities use ECTS (European Credit Transfer System) and a full-time workload for one semester is 30 ECTS credits. If you are studying in at an institution in Canada, you will normally enrol for 12 credits per semester. If you are studying at an institution in the USA, you will normally enrol for 12-15 credit hours per semester. If you are studying at an institution in Australia, you will normally enrol for 30 units per semester. We would strongly advise that you consult your host institution as to their full time workload requirement before completing this form.
