
REGULATION GOVERNING THE DEFINITION OF STAFF 

   Definitions 
1.
Staff are designated within the following two general categories:  

(i) Academic Staff 


Academic Staff includes Professors, Lecturers and Research Staff of the University and such other classes of persons as the Senate may, from time to time, determine.  A ‘Lecturer’ includes Readers, Senior Lecturers, Senior Lecturer (Education) and Lecturer (Education) and their clinical equivalents.  The term ‘Research Staff’ includes Research Fellows, Senior Research Fellows and Research Assistants and their clinical equivalents.

(ii) Support Staff

Support staff means the members of the staff of the University, who are not academic staff, and includes academic-related, clerical, operational and technical staff.

2.
Statute XII, Part I relates to staff at “Grade 6 and above”.  Grade 6 and above, for the purposes of this Statute, comprises the following: 

(i)
Academic staff defined as the Vice-Chancellor and those staff who are paid on the Academic Ac1 and above salary scales; Professorial salary scales; Clinical Academic salary scales; and Clinical Consultant salary scales.

(ii)
Support staff defined as the Registrar and Chief Operating Officer and those staff who are paid on the Grade 6 and above salary scales; Grade 10A and 10B salary scales; and those on Director salaries.

(iii)
Any other staff which Senate may from time to time determine.
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
